To be eligible for licensure, you must:

-                  pass both the evaluating and qualifying examinations of the Pharmacy Examining Board of Canada (PEBC) within the last 3 years.  Please visit www.pebc.ca for more   information. 

-                  obtain the minimum language requirements.  Please visit http://www.napra.org/Content_Files/Files/Manitoba/current%20web%20site/Guide-to-Application-of-Language-Proficiency-Requirements-Nov-23-2006.pdf  for more information.

-                  complete an application for registration along with a registration fee of $492.00
-                  provide a copy of your Pharmacy Examining Board of Canada Exam

-                  provide a notarized copy of your Canadian Citizenship/Landed Immigrant Status/Work Visa

-                  provide a notarized copy of your degree from the country in which you received your Pharmacy Degree

-                  provide a notarized copy of a letter of good standing from the licensing body in which you were a member

-                  A certified record from the Royal Canadian Mounted Police that I do not have a record of conviction under the Criminal Code (Canada), the Controlled Drugs and Substances Act (Canada), the Food and Drugs Act (Canada).
-                  provide us with a letter confirming employment as a pharmacist

-                  provide us with a notarized copy of your birth certificate

-                  provide us with 1 passport size photograph

Once the above requirements are met and documentation is received, your application and accompanying documents will be taken to the Board of Examiners of Manitoba for review.  Once the Board of Examiners has reviewed your file, you will then be eligible to start a 360 hour internship period in a pharmacy in Manitoba.  The jurisprudence examination can be written (in our offices) after 120 hours of internship has been served. (The fee for the Jurisprudence examination is $165.00 including study material).

All study material for the jurisprudence examination and the internship package can be forwarded to you once we have received your application, fee and accompanying documents.
