I am in receipt of your jointly signed letter entitled Manitoba Pharmaceutical
Association - Regulations Discussion Document. I note that the MMA published
portions of the letter in their December newsletter and sent copies of the letter to the
provincial Minister of Health, the Deputy Minister of Health, the Registrar of the
Manitoba College of Physicians and Surgeons and the MMA Board of Directors. I wi11
also forward copies of this reply to the individuals listed, but will leave it to Dr. Johnson
to make copies available for the MMA Board of Directors.

Firstly, thank you for your keen interest in provincial pharmaceutical legislation and
regulations and your request for clarification. The Manitoba Pharn1aceutical Association
(MPhA), or under the new legislation the College of Pharmacists of Manitoba, is
mandated for the protection of the public. This is the approach that was taken when
developing the two versions of the regulations discussion document and the recently
released "DRAFT Pharmaceutical Regulations Policy Document" (enclosed).
Notwithstanding the mandate of the MPhA, the government of Manitoba amended the
new Pharmaceutical Act (passed in December 2006) to require the regulations made
there under to be approved by the members of the MPhA. It wi]] be the responsibility of
the members as to the content of the regulations forwarded to government for their
consideration, not the Council.

Also by way of background, the MMA was asked for a representative to attend a
"stakeholders" orientation of the first Regulations Discussion Document in late April
