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Patient Safety Award

The Manitoba Pharmaceutical Association (M.Ph.A.) Patient Safety Award will recognize the achievement of an individual pharmacist, a group of pharmacists, an interdisciplinary group (that includes a pharmacist or pharmacists as key participants) or a pharmacy organization that has made a significant and lasting contribution to improving patient safety and health care quality through a specific initiative or project.

The following is being considered as criteria when selecting the successful applicant or nomination.

1. The pharmacist(s) involved are members of the M.Ph.A.

2. The project or program has demonstrated a positive impact upon patient safety and involves some component of the practice of pharmacy.

3. Innovative and patient centered care projects will be given preference.

4. The project or program could be preventative in nature or may have occurred as a result of an adverse event or “near-miss”.

The letter of application and supportive documents will be required in the M.Ph.A. Office, to the attention of the Registrar, by a certain date.  Nominations can be from anyone and self-nomination is allowed.  Once selected, The Patient Safety Award recipient will be advised and a public announcement and media release will occur.  The recipient, or a representative of the recipient group, will be invited to receive the award during the Annual Manitoba Pharmacy Conference and asked to present their project or program information during the Conference.
